Following our ser-
vice on June 21st we will be having a brief presentation during which we will hang up a picture 
of Katie along with a framed copy of her Confession of Faith.  We will also be hanging up a pic-
ture of Nadia Williams in our library which was named after her.  Katie’s Confession of Faith is also 
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Katherine Gabriele Lynch’s Confession of Faith
July 19, 1998

I believe in one LORD, the LORD God Jesus Christ, who is the “Alpha and Omega, the 
Beginning and the End, the First and the Last.”

Despite her many 
physical challenges, she graduated summa cum laude from Regis College (Weston, MA), 
worked at Children’s Hospital Boston in the Center for Families, and became a sought-after 
motivational speaker. Katie passed away on October, 24, 2002, but her passion to take part 
in life and serve others’ lives on in the work she began.

The Katie Lynch Foundation was established to honor and perpetuate Katie Lynch’s 
commitment to the well-being of those with special needs and to share her dream of a 
world where every individual is valued. In service to this mission, the Foundation seeks to fund 
programs which create opportunities and foster respect for individuals with disabilities and 
those who assist them.

Some great news from the Glencairn Foundation!
I am very pleased to tell you that the Glencairn Foundation has generously approved a 

$250,000 2 for 1 matching grant to our Society.  In other words, we raise $125,000 and they give 
us $250,000  These funds can be directed toward the following:

- The creation and installation of two new windows for our sanctuary

- The refurbishment of our sanctuary

- The purchase of a baby grand piano

- Funds for our outreach efforts going forward

We currently have $100,000 of the necessary $125,000 matching funds banked but would 
greatly appreciate it if any of you would like to add to the balance of our matching funds 
– over and above your regular annual contributions. Additional contributions to our matching 
pool will greatly enhance our ability to proceed with these exciting projects.

Many thanks to those on the Executive Committee who prepared our thorough written 
grant proposal and to Rob and Jane who traveled down to Bryn Athyn to present our request 
to the Glencairn Foundation Board members. 

Finally, it is important to note that foundations such as Glencairn carefully consider annual 
fund participation rates and member activity when making these grants. The fact that our 
Society has an annual fund participation rate of over 90% and that the grassroots involvement 
of so many members performing so many different uses, was a major factor in securing this 
grant. So the generous donation of your time and your money pays off – both here and of 
course in heaven.
